Dear Friends,

This year’s annual report covers September 2006 through August 2007, and what a year it was! 

Organizationally, we decided to expand, build on our past successes, and renew our commitment to
environmental justice. Our founder and Executive Director of eight years, Melissa K. Scanlan, moved to
Milwaukee to open another Midwest Environmental Advocates (MEA) office there to serve the
environmental needs of the thousands who are living with the intertwined threats of poverty and
environmental degradation. Melissa is now Senior Counsel to our organization.

This expansion was coupled with the hiring of a new Executive Director, Karen M. Schapiro, an environmental
lawyer with nearly 20 years of environmental experience representing nonprofits, government, and
businesses. Karen ushers in the next generation of leadership for our organization. She notes: although my
signature appears on this report, the activities during the past year took place under the direction of my
predecessor, Melissa K. Scanlan. Hers is the credit for leading MEA activities during the past year.

We’ve also brought in new talent by hiring Attorney James Saul to reinvigorate our work fighting pollution
from large livestock operations. At the same time, we bid a fond farewell to our Equal Justice Works Fellow
and Attorney Brent Denzin; we are grateful for Brent’s tireless dedication to protecting Wisconsin’s smaller
communities through our Sustaining Communities Campaign.

One of the highlights we celebrated this year was our representation of the Lac Courte Oreilles Band of
Lake Superior Chippewa in their efforts to clean up the Flambeau Mine site. We successfully negotiated a
settlement requiring the mining company to clean up surface waters polluted with copper. Another victory
was work ing hand- in -hand wi th  Sturgeon Bay res idents to  pass a  loca l  ord inance l imi t ing 
big-box development.

Our major policy efforts were in the area of protecting and conserving the Great Lakes through the Great
Lakes Compact, creating stronger groundwater regulations, and improving the Wisconsin DNR’s
implementation of the Clean Water Act.

Our success this year was a result of the dedicated work of all of the people who make up Midwest
Environmental Advocates—the staff, board, volunteers, clients, donors, and the beneficiaries of our work.
We are also grateful for the efforts of all of our partner organizations and agencies.

As you read through our annual report, we hope you are inspired to reflect on the importance and fragility
of one of our greatest resources—clean water. May we all take the time to enjoy the magic of a lake in the
morning and remember that we all live downstream from one another. 

Thank you for being part of our work for clean air, clean water, and clean government.

BUILDING LOCAL LEADERS TO SUSTAIN COMMUNITIES
Midwest Environmental Advocates’s Sustaining Communities
Campaign addresses land use issues that are the root cause
of declining urban air and water quality, deteriorating
downtown areas, and loss of open spaces. We are educating
and empowering local advocates concerned about the
impacts of big-box development and other irresponsible land
use decisions. We connected 10 communities across
Wisconsin with the legal tools they need to promote efficient,
sustainable development. 

A case in point happened in Sturgeon Bay. As a result of
Midwest Environmental Advocates’s presentation to the Plan
Commission regarding the need for big-box size restrictions
to contro l  sprawl  and stormwater  po l lu t ion and our
assistance to local residents in crafting letters to the editor
and testimony, the City passed a local ordinance requiring
environmental and economic impact studies for all buildings
over 50,000 square feet. 

EDUCATING THE PUBLIC
Communities can solve environmental problems with access
to information and advocacy training. Midwest Environmental
Advocates supports citizen activism by developing toolkits
and reports and by speaking at events and gatherings.

In addition, we appeared in 114
media stories about protecting land, air, and water.

B U I LD I NG LOCAL LEAD E R S AN D E D UCATI NG TH E PU B LIC

We have used our report, Realizing the Promise of the Great
Lake’s Compact: A Policy Guide for State Implementation
(6/06), to educate decision makers and generate media on
Grea t  Lakes  wate r  i ssues .  The  Vermont  Journa l  o f
Environmental Law published our Compact Report in their
law review (Volume 8, Issue 1, 2006–07). In December
2006, Midwest Environmental Advocates spoke on two
panels comprised of Canadian and U.S. professors of law at
a conference on the International Trade aspects of the Great
Lakes Compact, which was sponsored by Michigan State
University College of Law. In addition, at Conservation Lobby
Day in February 2007, we spoke about the compact before
nearly 500 people from across the state.  

Midwest Environmental Advocates published and promoted
Wisconsin’s Big Box Toolki t :  A Guide to Sustaining
Communities, which includes sections on stormwater pollution,
open meetings, and open records. In addition to serving as a
guide for all community groups working to address big-box
sprawl, the toolkit has been cited by alderpersons in Waukesha
and Sturgeon Bay as the blueprint for their efforts to create size
caps for impervious surfaces in their cities. 

Additionally, we joined with the River Alliance of Wisconsin to
give presentations to local officials and community groups that
highlighted important steps to protect the Great Lakes Basin
from construction site runoff. 
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B U I LD I NG B R I DG E S

EXPANDING LEGAL RESOURCES TO SUPPORT
ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE
This year Midwest Environmental Advocates’s Board of
Directors decided to significantly expand our work on
environmental justice and announced that our founder,
Melissa Scanlan, would move to Milwaukee to open an office
there in August 2007. We have been particularly concerned
with the lack of attention in the most populated part of
Wisconsin, which suffers from high rates of poverty and
environmental degradation. Ms. Scanlan’s work will be largely
focused on building alliances with groups that have not been
involved in the environmental movement and providing legal
serv ices to underserved low- income communit ies in
Milwaukee and throughout Southeastern Wisconsin. 

“Our tribal attorneys were very busy with Indian health service issues, insurance issues, gaming
issues and everyday contract reviews when the Flambeau Mine closure hearings came up. Our
overworked attorneys had very little time to devote to this very important issue. Midwest
Environmental Advocates sure came through for us at the Lac Courte Oreilles Tribe. Working with
all the partners, they helped us through the court system and within hours the Mining Corporation
wanted to settle the case.

Clean air and water are goals that we all share.
Midwest Environmental Advocates is building
strategic alliances between diverse groups to
protect our land, air, and water.

PROTECTING TRIBAL WATERS
The Lac du Flambeau Band of Lake Superior Chippewa
Indians applied to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) to obtain approval to set water quality standards to
protect waters within the reservation boundaries. Without
the approval of the EPA, these reservation waters fall into a
regulatory void. Outside the reservation, the State of
Wisconsin has been approved by the EPA to set standards
to protect state waters. Inside the reservation, the Lac du
Flambeau are seeking a similar approval from the EPA.
M i d w e s t  E n v i r o n m e n t a l  A d v o c a t e s  r e s p o n d e d  b y
coordinating conservation and environmental groups to
support the Lac du Flambeau. We submitted wri t ten
comments  to  the Wiscons in  Depar tment  o f  Natura l
Resources (DNR) and the EPA, spoke out at two public
hearings, and obtained media coverage of the issue. The
matter is currently pending before the EPA.

In a different case, Midwest Environmental Advocates
successfully represented the Lac Courte Oreilles Band of
Lake Superior Chippewa Indians in a legal fight to ensure
the Flambeau Mining Company did not leave Wisconsin with
waters polluted by mining waste. The mine is adjacent to
the Flambeau River, near the town of Ladysmith in Rusk
County. Not only are these waters important recreational and
aesthetic resources, they are also part of the “ceded
territory” in which the Lac Courte Oreilles Tribe has hunting,
fishing, and other treaty rights. The parties settled the case
with a stipulation that required the company to clean up a
contaminated stream at the site and wait three years before
applying for a Certificate of Completion of Reclamation for
that area. The agreement also requires surface water, soil,
and sediment sampling and monitoring for the next five years.

I M PROVI NG PU B LIC POLICY
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The political process can move at a blinding pace,
and it is difficult and time-consuming for citizens
to participate in every political decision that may
a f f e c t  t h e i r  l i v e s .  T h i s  i s  w h y  M i d w e s t
Environmental Advocates has lobbyists on staff
to help you advocate more effectively for laws
and policies that protect your right to clean air
and water.

PROTECTING THE GREAT LAKES
The vast yet vulnerable Great Lakes are shared by 40 million
people. In December 2005 all of the Great Lakes governors
and Canadian premiers signed the historic Great Lakes—St.
Lawrence River Basin Water Resources Compact and
Agreement that will govern how the Great Lakes will be used
by present and future generations. Midwest Environmental
Advocates has been working to pass state legislation
implementing the Great Lakes Compact since this time. This
yea r  Jod i  Habush  S inyk in ,  M idwes t  Env i ronment a l
Advocates’s Of Counsel Attorney, served as an appointee
on the Legislative Council’s Special Committee on the Great
Lakes Water Resources compact, charged with producing
draft legislation to implement the Great Lakes Compact in
Wisconsin.  The process took a turn for the worse in
September 2007 when the Committee was disbanded after
failing to reach agreement on a bill to ratify the Compact.
H o w e v e r ,  w e  c o n t i n u e  t o  w o r k  w i t h  k e y  
legislators, the Governor, and Wisconsinites to pass this
critical legislation. 

BANDING TOGETHER TO IMPROVE THE
MISSISSIPPI RIVER BASIN
Midwest Environmental Advocates is one of 13 organizations
representing 10 states in the Mississippi River Basin that are
c o l l e c t i v e l y  w o r k i n g  t o  i m p r o v e  C l e a n  Wa t e r  A c t
implementation in the Basin. The Mississippi River Water
Quality Collaborative completed its second year of work in
the fall of 2007, culminating in a conference in Washington,
D.C. in October. The collaborative is implementing strategic
goals, including improving water quality in the basin, keeping
clean waters clean, pushing for protective nutrient discharge
limitations, reviewing and enforcing pollution discharge
p e r m i t s ,  a n d  w o r k i n g  t o  s e c u r e  f u n d i n g  f o r  t h e
implementation of nonpoint source pollution regulations. Our
work on the collaborative advances water quality policy
throughout the state and improves Clean Water Act
implementation and enforcement.

REFORMING WISCONSIN’S GROUNDWATER
SUPPLY POLICIES
Midwest Environmental Advocates’s Jodi Habush Sinykin is
Gove rno r  Doy le ’ s  env i ronmen t a l  appo in tee  to  t he
Groundwater Advisory Committee. In this role, she has been
working to bring stakeholders, scientists, and nonprofit groups
together to identify and develop a groundwater management
approach under the 2004 Groundwater Quantity Act that
successfully balances long-term environmental, economic, and
social considerations. Through continuing collaboration with
the top hydrogeologists in Wisconsin who are members of the
committee’s Science Advisory Committee, we are striving to
ensure that the policy recommendations coming out of the
committee make sense—hydrologically and ecologically—and
encourage the development of an integrated water resource
management system. 

SECURING A BAN ON THE APPLICATION OF
ANIMAL WASTE ON FROZEN GROUND
As a result of Midwest Environmental Advocates’s years of
litigation, policy advocacy, and community organizing, the
Wisconsin Natural Resources Board unanimously voted in
May 2006 to prohibit livestock factories from surface-
apply ing l iquid animal  waste on f rozen ground f rom 
February 1 to March 31 each year, and to require at least six
months of manure storage at each livestock factory to store
manure over the winter. This is the period when animal waste
is most likely to run off fields and contaminate lakes, rivers,
and streams, as well as drinking water. The ban was revised
and became effective on July 1, 2007. We continue to work
with other conservation organizations to press the DNR to
hold firm on its commitment to public health and not back
down on these important rules. 

“Collaboration is the key to managing any watershed—and it is especially important when it comes
to the Mississippi River Basin. That’s why the work of MEA and the Mississippi River Water Quality
Collaborative is so important.

ADVOCATI NG FOR CLEAN WATE R
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REDUCING WATER POLLUTION BY
COMMENTING ON PERMITS
This year Midwest Environmental Advocates reviewed over
200 proposed wastewater discharge permits and submitted
public comments objecting to 18 wastewater discharge
permits that will allow more pollution into our public waters.
We also commented on four wetland fill permits that failed to
fully implement the Clean Water Act protections. In addition,
we worked with several organizations in states along the
Mississippi River Basin to assess cross-border permitting
problems and develop strategies to improve permits.

PROTECTING URBAN WATERWAYS FROM
POLLUTED STORMWATER
A storm is brewing over urban stormwater pollution, a
leading source of contamination of Wisconsin’s waters. The
D N R i ssued  a  “gene ra l  pe rm i t ”  t o  220  Wiscons in
municipalities allowing them to discharge excessive amounts
of polluted stormwater to urban waterways. Representing
Friends of Milwaukee’s Rivers, Clean Water Action Council
of Northeast Wisconsin, and other individuals, Midwest
Environmental Advocates brought a legal action challenging
the DNR’s decision to omit permit conditions requiring
stormwater discharges to comply with state and federal
antidegradation requirements (“keeping clean waters clean”).
Although we lost in court based on a procedural issue, we
continue to press for requirements that will ensure urban
waters will be protected. 

FIGHTING AGAINST MERCURY AND
PHOSPHOROUS POLLUTION
In 2005, the DNR issued a water pollution discharge permit
that allows Fort James Operating Company to increase the
amount of phosphorus and mercury it sends into the lower
Fox River and Green Bay. Both water bodies suffer from
severe algae blooms, caused in part by high phosphorus
concentrations; and high mercury levels have been recorded
in fish caught in these waters. Midwest Environmental
Advocates filed a petition for an adjudicatory hearing on
behalf of Clean Water Action Council of Northeastern
Wisconsin and National Wildlife Foundation challenging the
permit terms. The Court of Appeals overturned the lower
court’s dismissal of the case and is requiring the court to
hear the substance of our claim.

SUING THE DNR TO PROTECT THE
ENVIRONMENT FROM CRUDE OIL
In an effort to protect thousands of acres of valuable
wetland, forestland, and waterways, a group of Wisconsin
conservation organizations ended 2006 by taking a stand
against the DNR’s rapid approval of a 321-mile crude oil
pipeline across Wisconsin. In December 2006, Wisconsin
Wetlands Association, River Alliance of Wisconsin, and
Friends of St. Croix Headwaters, represented by Midwest
Environmental Advocates, filed suit challenging the DNR’s
determination that impacts from the proposed Enbridge
Energy pipeline would be “insignificant.” The DNR had
approved waterway and wetland dredging permits without
preparing an Environmental Impact Statement. By properly
analyzing the pipeline impacts before construction, the
organizations hoped that all unnecessary environmental
impacts would be avoided and vital natural resources
protected. In June 2007, a Dane County Circuit Court judge
found in favor of the DNR and Enbridge, stating that the
D N R ac ted  p roper l y  i n  the i r  dec is ion  to  fo rego  an
Environmental Impact Statement. This was particularly
disappointing given that during this legal process, the
Enbridge pipeline in Wisconsin ruptured twice, spilling
178,000 gallons of crude oil. 

STOPPING A UW COAL POWER PLANT’S POLLUTION
In August 2007, Midwest Environmental Advocates, on
behalf of the Sierra Club, served a Notice of Intent to Sue to
the University of Wisconsin-Madison, the University of
Wisconsin System, and the Wisconsin Department of
Administration for ongoing violations of the federal water
protection laws at their coal-burning power plant on Charter
Street in downtown Madison. The Charter Street Plant is in
violation of these laws for illegal industrial coal-contaminated
stormwater discharges to Monona Bay. The Sierra Club
saught a court order to compel the Charter Street Plant to fix
the problem of polluted stormwater runoff, remove the 
coal  sediment f rom Monona Bay,  and remediate any
groundwater contamination.

“Urban stormwater runoff is one of the largest sources of water pollution in Wisconsin. As cities
grow, rivers will continue to deteriorate unless we take steps to limit runoff, monitor water quality,
and make sure that new developments are designed in an environmentally friendly way. Midwest
Environmental Advocates has been one of our strongest allies in the fight to protect the urban
waterways that we use for fishing and paddling and, hopefully someday, for swimming!”

ADVOCACY NETWORK
When Midwest Environmental Advocates opened its doors
with one full-time attorney and no other staff in 1999, we
knew that we needed a strategy to expand the legal
resources for public interest environmental issues beyond our
office. To fill that need, we formed an Advocacy Network of
about 50 attorneys and experts who have agreed to provide
free and reduced fee services to environmental groups.

The cases we re fer  to  Advocacy  Network  members  
involve people who are facing toxic pollution, road expansions,
and sprawling developments, among other issues. Without 
the  resources  we p rov ide ,  they  wou ld  have  l acked  
legal representation. This year we advised 45 groups or
ind iv idua ls  and connected them to a t torneys in  our  
Advocacy Network.

THE ADVOCACY NETWORK IN ACTION
Midwest Environmental Advocates is often the only place a
person can turn to for help with an environmental legal problem.
While we work on many high profile cases, we often step in to
assist with what may seem to be a small issue, but these issues
are of great significance to the impacted community. For
example, this year we connected a group from Southwest
Wisconsin concerned about factory farms to an Advocacy
Network attorney and continued to work with the group, county
attorneys, and others to frame long-term and short-term goals
for establishing meaningful county-wide protections within the
constraints of a state law limiting local control over factory farm
placement. Midwest Environmental Advocates’s attorneys
played a supporting role, providing legal research and attending
public meetings at the invitation of the citizen group.

IMPACT LITIGATION FUND
While our Advocacy Network is essential for small cases or
issues that require short-term time commitments, we find that
lawyers in the Advocacy Network are unable to take on large
cases on a pro bono basis. Likewise, we see community groups
struggling to pay lawyers’ bills for cases that really serve a
general, widespread public interest. To address this problem,
we created the Impact Litigation Fund in order to fund legal
actions that have the potential to set a statewide or larger
precedent and expand low-income community groups’ access
to excellent legal representation.

The Impact Litigation Fund is a valuable tool to increase
access to justice. We work with an Advocacy Network
attorney to cap the total costs of the case, so the client will
have a full opportunity to assess the costs and benefits of a
lawsuit. Then the lawyer donates one-third of his or her time,
the client group pays one-third of the fees, and Midwest
Environmental Advocates provides a one-third matching grant.

We welcome requests for Litigation Fund support throughout
the year. Midwest Environmental Advocates’s current
program priorities include stopping water and air pollution
caused by factory farms, reducing toxic emissions from
industrial sources, protecting sacred places, promoting
sus t a i nab l e  commun i t y  deve l opmen t ,  wo r k i ng  f o r
e n v i r o n m e n t a l  j u s t i c e ,  a n d  e n s u r i n g  g o v e r n m e n t
accountability. A good candidate for Impact Litigation
funding will fit within these program priorities and our
mission statement.
